The idea of National Design for Development Awards (NDDA) was
developed in 1999 by Botswana Technology Centre. It was prompted
by realizing that there has been very little effort made to encourage,
promote design and support aspiring inventors. The project was
initially planned to be an annual event, but due to setbacks
encountered in the past, the awards were only implemented twice
in 2000/01 and 2004/05.

NDDA remains vital to the economic development of Botswana. The
awards are being re-introduced for 2009/10 as a result of the success
of past awards, willingness to participate and enquiries from
stakeholders and the public. The awards aim to recognize inventions
and innovations, that can offer solutions to various problems faced
by our nation by 2016. Furthermore, it is anticipated that the awards
will attract buy-in and support from parastatals and the private sector
through sponsorship and funding.

The 2009/10 Awards has attracted representatives from
various stakeholders within the government, parastatals
and the private sector to participate in the preparation
and planning of the ceremony.

There is also an adjudication panel of independent
judges representing all sectors of the economy tasked
to review the entries and to decide on the finalists.

The winners will be announced, and presented with the
prestigious awards, trophies, at a ceremony scheduled
for March 2010. In addition finalists will be recognised
with certificates from World Intellectual Property
Organisation (WIPO)/African Regional Intellectual
Property Organisation (ARIPO).

You may include
photographs, video cassettes, diagrams showing basic operating
principles, statistics or any material that would assist the judges
to make an informed decision

All entries must be submitted in an A4 format not exceeding ten
(10) typed pages, accompanied by a completed entry form

Entries shall be submitted on any date between 1st October 2009
to 15th January 2010.



Eligibility

Entries for the Awards are open to Botswana inventors and innovators.
This could be individuals, students, companies, designers and design
teams. Entries may be accompanied by design drawings, models,
promotional materials or any other information on the performance of
the product in the market.

Confidentiality

Where applicable, details of any
intellectual property rights such
as patents, industrial designs
etc. that are pending or in effect
should be submitted with the
prototype. This will be used for
informing BOTEC about
existing claims. The panel of
judges and administrators of
the NDDA shall handle all
entries with the strictest
confidence.

® The actual or potential impact of the product on the market or
